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Jonathan R. Cole is the John Mitchell Mason Professor of the University at Columbia University. He served as its
Provost from 1989 to 2003, after being its Vice President of Arts and Sciences. His work has focused principally on the
sociology of science and knowledge and on features of higher education. He has published widely in these research
areas and lectured on them around the world. He is an elected member of the American Academy of Arts and Sciences,
the American Philosophical Society, the Council on Foreign Relations, and an associate member of the National
Academies of Sciences. He has and still serves on many non-profit Boards, most recently as a member of the Board of
Trustees of the Central European University.
